WHAT'S IT LIKE? Opened in 2003, the
Hotel Skt (pronounced “saint”) Petri is
one of Denmark’s leading design hotels.
Its modest frontage once belonged to a
department store, founded in 1910, but
the building has been extended several
times, including a soaring lobby area with
floor-to-ceiling windows and glass roof
With roam decor by Per Amaolti, furniture
by Gubi and lobby art by Erik Jorgensen,
the hotel acts as a showcase for some of
the best in Danish design. However, in
the finest local tradition, it is as practical
as it is elegant, and business travellers are
well catered for with meeting and work
facilties, (wmner First Hotels is best
known for its three and four-star leisure
praperties across Scandinavia, including
the Vesterborg in Copenhagen, but also
has three other fagship design hotels in
Gothenburg, Stockholm and Oslo (the
Girims Girenka, opening 1*.'!1'|_', 2008}, The
Skt Petriis a membser of I?t'ln-. ue Holels, a
grouping of designer and boutique
properties which also includes the
popular Golden Apple in Moscow
WHERE IS IT? Tucked in behind the main
shopping drag of Stroget, in the university
guarter. The main train station is about a
15-minute walk away, on the other side of
the Treoli Gardens.

ROOM FACILITIES The rooms are divided
up by size, but this i only an approximate
guide as o what you'll get, Many have
decked balconies with beautiful views
over lowe-rise npu'nhng{'n bt the Small
risams which face into the lobly are best
avoided, partic ularhy at the woekend
when Bar Rouge 1s thumping down
below (the higher foors are insulated
trom the noise by huge metal fire doors)
The pristine décor, however, is consistent
throughout the hotel, with wood Hoors,
plump duvets, coloured panels over the
bed and amazing cube lights which
double as bedside tables (at present these
are made exclusively tor the Skt Petri, bul
should soon be available to buy on its
website along with other popular picces
from the rooms), The bathrooms are
similarly well-designed - all have
underfloor heating, many have double
sinks and separate loos, and the shower
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stalls are slightly sunken, so you don't
end up with a flooded Aeor. Other nice
touches are huge towels, which have
small and highly visible red loops for
hanging them on the handily provided
hooks, and the REN toiletries (the hotel
has stopped using Molton Brown because

its products are not completely organic)
All rooms are equipped with workdesk,
dressing gowns, ~'|i|‘l|‘u'r-1_ rinibar, TV,
air-conditioning and laptop-sized safe,
but sadly not tea and coffee facilities,
RESTAURANTS AND BARS [he hotel's
miain restaurant, Blew, is a pleasant
apen-plan area to the right of the Iobby,
opposite reception, Breakfast is served here
(6.30-10,30am Monday to Friday, 7-11am
weekends), and it isa relaved venue for
lunch and offers Asian fusion fine-dining
in the evening. Café Blant on the hm:umli
floor also serves drinks and light meals
from Yam-9pm, while Bar Bouge has Dfs
during the week and is invitation-only on
Fridays and Saturdays (except for guests).
BUSINESS AND MEETING FACILITIES The
Skt Petri is deservedly popular with
Copenhagen's creabive indostries for
meetings and events, thanks to its
extensive and Mexible facilities. There are
eight boardroom-stvle mesting rooms and
five larger spaces, as well as the huge
Centre Stage. This has floor to ceiling
windows at one end, and is equipped with
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
